(| on July 10, 2011. She never rode a horse until after she married Thomas Hicks,

| but she soon loved to ride and show horses. She learned to team rope with her
husband and also enjoyed wagon driving. Darlene was a member of Stock Horse
of Texas Association, Texas Draft Horse Association and American Stock Horse
Association. She was diagnosed with colon cancer in 2000. While fighting cancer,
she showed in Stock Horse of Texas competitions on several different horses. She
won buckles, bronzes, a saddle and she was SHTX Reserve Champion Limited
Non-Pro for 2010. One saying that gave Darlene encouragement during her battle
was, “courage is being scared to death - but saddling up anyway.’

In her honor, the Darlene Hicks Schol-
